Judging will be based on imagination, appearance and use of agricultural products.   The creation must be 

wearable, and can be either, practical, artistic and/or entertaining.  Judging is on visual inspection.  Judges 
do not examine the finish or seams of the garments.   

The creation and accessories must be made from material of an agricultural nature as produced or 
found on a farm. Points will be deducted for the use of non- agricultural products such as commercial 
dress fabric, hats, shoes etc. (buttons, zips and such items may be used without penalty). 

The garment must allow free body movement and must not injure, scratch or be of a hindrance to the wearer.  
It must be of a weight that can be comfortably worn and carried. 

The entrant and model give permission for photos of the event and creation to be used in promotions. 
The committee reserves the right to amend the conditions of entry if necessary. 
BCH&LC takes no responsibility for loss or damage of entries. 
If possible, entrants to be present at Beaufort Show .
